Ok bare with me here I really don’t know your skill level yet, ha ha ha!  I don’t want to insult you but I made this tab for you.

These are scales.  They are in the key of A and are called blues scales.  The strings notes from biggest string to smallest string is E A D G B E (easy way to remember is Elephants And Dogs Got Big Ears)   When you practice these go big string first  so its E A D G B E.  Then work back up to the origional start point.  

Another teaching point is one finger per fret so if you look at the 2d scale  starts with 3 5 so 2d finger on 3rd fret and 4th on 5th fret so when u get down to the D string the 1st finger on the 2d fret.  I hope you can grasp this it took me awhile to figure out that hand and finger position is key for setting up a smooth transition to where your going next.

Ok a little bit on tab  0 = open string no fretting necessary  anything with a number means the fret number  on your guitar you should have dots on the neck if you start at the nut (the white thing the strings are riding in near the tuners) the 1st dot is the 3rd  fret  2d dot 5th fret, 3rd dot 7th etc.

Wire these scales so u can do them in your sleep and I will make u a backing track to solo over and I will show you how to move within the scales when you have them wired.
